Concours d'Elegance

Guidance for Entrants
You can enter the event in advance or before 12 pm (noon)  Saturday at the International Weekend. Please do not leave this to the last minute as I will be very busy on Saturday afternoon. If you have entered in advance please register (In Avon Hall) as soon as possible on the weekend as this will take a little time. Your car and documentation will be inspected, you will then be issued with a badge and a car identification board. 

Avon Hall will be open on Friday 2 to 6 pm, Saturday between 9am and 6pm and Sunday 9.00  am to 4 pm. Entered cars may be parked in the locked hall overnight. Judging will  start at 3pm Saturday and be complete by 6pm. Each car will be subject to an inspection, which will last up to 30 minutes.  Please erect hoods/side screens and take the spare wheel out of the boot before judging, you may be asked to remove the hood during the session.
The hall doors will open at 9.00 am Sunday. Entered cars must be in position between 10 am and 3pm Sunday to be eligible for a medal or an award The awards ceremony will be held in Avon Hall at 3pm on Sunday.
Standard classes - Will be judged on cleanliness, and condition of all components, finishes, fittings and accessories to ‘factory finished condition’.

Non-standard classes - Will be judged on cleanliness and condition only, with no penalties for non standard components, fittings, finishes, modifications or up to date equipment.

All aspects of structure and operation of the car as well as appearance will be inspected with a maximum mark for each section.  Judges are trained beforehand to ensure a fair assessment of your car
If you wish to leave the hall during the judging please let me know, otherwise please be with your car to aid the judges.

Concours d'Elegance

RULES 

1.
A car may only be entered by a member of the TR Register, an affiliated club or an invited Club.  

Only private individuals may enter.

2.
Entries into the Concours will close at 12noon  on Saturday.

3.
Advertising, either on or by the car, is limited to a single sheet of paper or sticker no larger than 100mm by 180mm.

4.
All costs incurred by the entrant will be paid by him/herself.

5.
The organisers cannot accept any liability for loss, damage or injury to the vehicle, entrant or passengers.

6.
Classes. All cars are eligible for entry into standard and non-standard classes except last year’s class winners and master class winner.

7.
A car must receive a minimum of half marks to be awarded a trophy. 

8.
The winners must undertake to have the trophy, awarded to them, engraved in the same manner as the existing engraving and return such trophies to the Register or organiser of the event before the following year’s Concours, in the same condition and cleanliness as received.  If a Concours is not held the following year, then winners are to return the trophies to the Register office by the end of that calendar year.

9.
Cars must be road legal for the country of origin and must be presented with relevant documentation. 

10.
It will be possible for the entered cars to be parked in the locked hall overnight at the owner’s risk.  After 6pm it will only be possible to gain access into the building by prior arrangement with the organisers.

11.
Entered cars must be in position  between 9amand 3pm  Sunday.

12.
Judging will be on Saturday between 4pm and 6pm..

13.
Entered cars must be driven to the event, it is not permissible for a car to be trailered for all or part of the journey to this competition.  Evidence of a car being trailered from its normal place of storage for any part of its journey to the Concours will result in disqualification.

14.
Disputes.  The Judges decision is final no correspondence will be entered into.
