Suggested start for LVG:  Comfort Café, off the A11 near Babraham (start point for The Kings Run back in 2014)
To get to the café:

Take the A505 towards the A11.  On joining the A11, keep in the left lane and leave at the next roundabout.

Turn right at the roundabout and continue for approx. 350 yds.  Turn right towards Granta Park. 

Continue 300 yds to roundabout and turn left (by the Shell station – a good place to fill up!)

Carry on past the Little Chef for 200 yds and turn left into the café car park – beware of uneven surfaces!
(You may not agree with ‘world famous’ or ‘comfort’ but the bacon butties were excellent when the LVG called here in 2014) 

This is one route you might like to follow to get to Gressenhall Farm (there are many others, of course):
· Leave café then join the A11 northbound.

· Continue on A11 for approx. 21 miles to Mildenhall Five Ways roundabout.  Take second exit towards Brandon on A1065.

· Continue for 17 miles on A1065 through Brandon and Mundford to junction with B1108.  Turn right on B1108 towards Watton.  Continue for 7 miles into Watton.

· In Watton, take left turn at traffic lights on A1075 towards Dereham.  Continue for 9.5 miles into Dereham.
· In Dereham, follow signs for left turn towards town centre.  Continue for 2½ miles, staying on the A1146 through the town centre, heading for Fakenham and the Museum (brown signs).
· After approx. 2½ miles, turn left for Fakenham on B1146 (brown tourist sign for Gressenhall Farm).

· Gressenhall Farm is on the left approx 0.8 miles along this road.
